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Panel Discussion

“A Three-way Dialogue: Catalysing Systematic Change through Cross-sector
Collaborations for a Resilient Future”

Summary

Mr Simon NG, Chief Executive Officer, Business Environment Council

& Mr NG extended gratitude to participants for their engagement and explained the purpose of the session as a three-way
dialogue.

& He encouraged audience participation through a live poll to gauge confidence in implementing learnings from the
conference. The result showed that most attendees felt moderately to very confident about implementing what they
learned at the conference in their work or organisations, emphasising the importance of “collaboration” and “people” as
key focuses for fostering a resilient future.

& He expressed optimism about the poll results, which showed confidence in resilience and sustainability efforts.

& Mr NG also highlighted the importance of collaboration and engagement in shaping a resilient future.

& He mentioned BEC aims to facilitate environmental excellence and net zero across all sectors, highlighting the importance
of resource management and promoting a circular economy.

& BEC organises events to foster collaboration among members, the corporate world, and the government, facilitating
experience sharing to overcome challenges and develop effective solutions.

& He reiterated the importance of continuing efforts toward carbon neutrality and sustainable development despite current
progress.

Dr The Honourable Ching-choi LAM, SBS, JP, Chairman, Council for Carbon Neutrality and Sustainable Development

& Dr LAM emphasised the link between climate change and mental health, noting the rise of “climate change anxiety
disorder” among young people.

& He shared concerns about the emotional impact of climate change on youth, especially frustration with political and
government inaction.

& He emphasised the need for public education to alleviate anxiety about climate issues.

& Dr LAM pointed out that Hong Kong is on the right track with clear roadmaps, strategies, and milestones towards carbon
neutrality and sustainable development.

& He discussed the importance of collaboration across sectors to implement effective climate strategies.

& Dr LAM acknowledged the limitations of Hong Kong'’s urban environment in climate action but stressed the city’s strong
will and commitment.

& He expressed confidence in Hong Kong’s ability to tackle sustainability challenges despite being a densely urbanised city.

Dr Tin-cheung CHEUNG, SBS, Chairman, Hong Kong Green Building Council

& Dr CHEUNG focused on the importance of cross-sector collaboration to promote sustainability and decarbonisation,
particularly in the building sector.

& He highlighted the three focal areas of HKGBC: Network, Knowledge, and System Development.

& He mentioned initiatives like widening HKGBC membership from developers and construction sectors to financial
institutions and material suppliers, encouraging collective action and cross-sector impact.

& Dr CHEUNG discussed the publication of guidebooks and tools, such as the “HKGBC Climate Change Framework For
Built Environment,” “HKGBC Retrofitting Guidebook” and BEAM Plus, to help building practitioners measure and improve
sustainability.

& He stressed the importance of making sustainability efforts measurable and recognised through certifications like the
Zero-Carbon-Ready Building Certification and the Green Building Award.

& Dr CHEUNG expressed the hope that HKGBC's efforts will inspire confidence and determination in Hong Kong’s green
building initiatives.
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
